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This term, children will be learning about famous women from the past and present who have made a difference in the world. We will explore inspiring people such as Mary Seacole, Rosa Parks, Wu Zetian, Frida Kahlo and Marie Curie, as well as others. We will learn about how Harriet Tubman helped to change the lives of enslaved people in North America. We will also explore the natural remedies that Mary Seacole used to care for soldiers during the Crimean War, and learn how Marie Curie, who was born in Poland, became a pioneer in science. 

	
	Super Start:  For our Super Start, children will take inspiration from Frida Kahlo to create colourful self-portraits using different flowers from around the world. We will also explore and compare plants that are grown in North America with those found in the UK.
Marvellous Middle:   For our Marvellous Middle, we will learn about the important lives of Harriet Tubman and Rosa Parks. Through our themes Believe and Lead and Hope and Overcome, children will explore how Harriet Tubman helped to change the lives of enslaved people in North America and learn about the impact Rosa Parks had on the American Civil Rights Movement.  We will link this learning to art by creating our own paper freedom quilts.
Epic End:  A workshop for parents to showcase and celebrate the children’s learning from this topic.
