Furthermore, children will be appreciating modern-day as they grow their understanding of what roles women and children had to play back in “Blighty” during the Great War.

We will be playing war games and using our new vocabulary to describe different events. Children will gain an understanding of the British Empire and recognise why we also appreciate all of those who gave their lives from different countries. Finally, we will explore the significance of Franz Ferdinand.
